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Established “separate but equal” doctrine


1st to establish Limited Gov’t and rights of the accused


1st government in United States; failed because the Central Government was too weak


Created the idea of Separation of Powers in government


Started the idea of the Social Contract; believed dictators were necessary to control mankind’s natural evils


Basis for the Constitution; favored large states


Desegregated Public Schools


Established Implied Powers; National Supremacy


Established Judicial Review


Police must inform you of rights prior to questioning


1st form of government in the Americas


Added the idea of Popular Sovereignty to the Social Contract
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
